DRIVE TO DARLING WINDFARMTOPIC   

The 5MW 4-turbine wind farm at Darling on the West Coast just
north of Cape Town is the country's - and sub-Saharan Africa's -
first large wind turbine facility. Up to 16 turbines may be built. We
will meet Herman Oelsner, champion of the project. Reporting on
the Darling project, Eskom described the country's wind resource
as "moderate when compared to northern European conditions". 
The Oelsner Group remains the main shareholder of Darling
Independent Power Producer (DarlIPP), contracted to sell the
energy to Cape Town. Cape Town municipality, who have agreed
to buy the power paying a little extra for it in their efforts to reach
their self-imposed target of 20% of their electricity to come from
renewable sources by 2020. Mr Oelsner says: "We have 1000
MW sun wave and wind electricity generation on the drawing
board here in the Western Cape."

The Richtersvelders get reparations for
their land seized some 80 years ago while Alexkor will now have
the confidence to embark on R200-billion in recapital-isation.

In 2007 the Richtersveld mountain range in the Northern Cape
became the eighth South African site to be inscribed on the
UNESCO World Heritage Site list.

A unique feature of the site - both in South
African and international terms - is that it is owned and managed
by a community that until recently had very little to call its own.

Port Nolloth’s is the only tourisdm resort on the Diamond Coast
although Alexander Bay, 85km away, is becoming one too. There
are several B&Bs here and our group will be distributed among
them. Formerly known as Aukwatowa (in Nama this means 'where
the water took the old man away') and later as Robbe Baai (Seal
Bay) the area of Port Nolloth was frequented for centuries by the
'strandlopers' and later the Khoekhoen - the ancestors of the
Nama people- who were nomads surviving on a precarious
farming existence as well as sea food on the coast.  In 1855 the
Governor of the Cape renamed the town "Port Nolloth" in honour
of Captain M.S. Nolloth who surveyed the Namaqualand coast.
Most B&Bs have sea-facing views and in the mornings are
covered with the dense fog that wells up off the South Aftlantic.
Today mainly fishing vessels the port and there is small-scale
diamond dredging in the nearby undersea concessions. With its
dredgers and fishing trawlers etched against sunsets, clean
beaches and the occasional antics of seals, Port Nolloth is a
highly unusual African destination mixing ancient Nama culture and
lore with quaint seaside facilities.

He will tell us about progress in turning the
conserved mountains into a Unesco Biosphere. This is a major
step forward for an area that is essentially a "green lung" for the
conurbations of Johannesburg and Pretoria. It is important
internationally as a model of how to integrate nature conservation,
scientific and natural research, urban planning and rural
development in a co-ordinated strategic way. The area includes
the Cradle of Humankind and numerous battlefields, and marks a
transition between the highveld and bushveld.

VISIT STREET OF 2 NOBEL WINNERSTOPIC   

We will walk past Nelson Mandela's humble little house in Orlando
West, Soweto, now called the Mandela Family Museum.
Unfortunately it is undergoing renovations and we cannot enter.
But the street it is in - Vilakazi Street - is unique for the fact that
two Nobel Prizewinners have lived there. Mandela himself and
Bishop Tutu (whose house is at the bottom of the road) have both
won the Nobel Prize for Peace. We will meet a tour guide who
has lived and worked in the area for decades and he will
accompany us on the walk. The street represents a slice of
authentic history, as this part of Orland was the epicentre of
resistance to the apartheid state. The Mandela house is situated
not far from the Hector Petersen memorial commemorating the
Soweto uprising of 1976, which we will also visit. When he was
released, Mandela refused to move to the more opulent home
(also in Orlando West) that Madikizela-Mandela had built during
his incarceration. He wanted only to return to the house of his
memories. But he stayed there for a mere 11 days, as he moved
to secret locations until he settled in his Houghton residence.

HECTOR PIETERSON MEMORIALTOPIC   

Hector Pieterson, aged 13, was one the first students to be shot
during the 1976 Student Uprising in Soweto. He has since become
a symbol of youth resistance to apartheid. This uprising started on
16 June as a peaceful protest march organized by school
students in Soweto. Itinerary planner Graeme Addison was there
when the shooting started, reporting for The Star, and covered
subsequent events: he will describe the experience. One of the
main grievances was the introduction of Afrikaans, regarded as
the language of the oppressor, as a medium of instruction in all
African schools. Many students from the various parts of the
sprawling townships were still on their way to Orlando
West/Phefeni. Police opened fire, killing Hastings Ndlovu and
Hector Pieterson. The shooting sparked off days of unrest and
hundreds of deaths. The Soweto uprisings had begun.
After 16 and 17 June 1976, nothing in South Africa would be the
same again. An old era was past. A new one was beginning.

VISIT HARTRAO SKA DEMO SITETOPIC   

South Africa is bidding against Australia to host the Square
Kilometre Array (SKA), the largest radio telescope ever built. It
would be constructed in the Karoo but currently a demonstration
site has been established at the the Hartebeesthoek Radio
Astronomy Observatory (HartRAO), located west of
Johannesburg. HartRAO operates as a National Research Facility
under the auspices of the National Research Foundation (NRF).
Here the Karoo Array Telescope (KAT) team is working towards
an antenna structure that will offer a design solution to meet the
stringent technical and cost requirements of the much larger SKA.
The KAT team aims to have the full KAT array of twenty antennas
installed at the Karoo site near Carnvarvon in the Northern Cape
by December 2009. We will be briefed on the project and its
extraordinary IT aspects - building the most advanced computers
on earth - by leading scientists.
